The Basics

Here is the minimum learning to keep the basics ticking along this week:

1. Spelling practice - even just the Look-Say-Cover-Write-Check (5 mins a day) and testing on a Friday so we can see how
they're going. We can send a sheet each week for you to print, if that helps.

2. Lexia (or Read Theory if Lexia completed) - 20 minutes a day would cover some reading and writing skills at exactly
your child’s next step in learning. Reading a book daily helps too.
3. Mathseeds - 20 minutes a day, mixing up tasks between the lessons, driving tests and quizzes would cover basic maths
at exactly their next step in learning (or My Maths and Times Tables Rock Stars for older children).

4. Physical activity - aim to go outside/be active at least every hour of work and for at least 60 minutes every day.
